D. 3 7}(Critique).
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1. The term "fundamentalism™ has its roots in the Niagara Bible Conference (1878-1897) which defined
those things that were fundamental to Christian belief. The term was also used to describe "The
Fundamentals", a collection of twelve books on five subjects published in 1910 and funded by Milton
and Lyman Stewart 22 This series of essays came to be representative of the "Fundamentalist-
Modernist Controversy" which appeared late in the 19th century within the Protestant churches of the
United States, and continued in earnest through the 1920s. The first formulation of American
fundamentalist beliefs can be traced to the Niagara Bible Conference and, in 1910, to the General
Assembly of the Presbyterian Church which distilled these into what became known as the "five
fundamentals":2%!

0 The inspiration of the Bible by the Holy Spirit and the inerrancy of Scripture as a result of this.
0 The virgin birth of Christ.

0 The belief that Christ's death was the atonement for sin.

0 The bodily resurrection of Christ.

0 The historical reality of Christ's miracles.
